Updated Editorial Guidelines for National Editors

1. Content issues

1.1 Subcategories
All the national pages consist of the following subcategories. (Some of you requested to take away some of the subheadings they could not fill with content. However, our main policy is to provide as much information as possible, therefore I would kindly ask everyone to make full use of the subheadings) Here is a short explanation with regards to the information we ask you to provide under the subcategories:
· Agencies: Main agencies dealing with environmental or related issues. Please provide the official name in original language and an English translation in brackets. Examples:
· Levegőminőségi mérőhálózatok [Air Quality Measuring Networks] 

· Magyar Űrkutatási Iroda [Hungarian Space Office] 

· Állami Privatizációs és Vagyonkezelő Rt. [Hungarian Privatization and State Holding Company] 

· Országos Meteorológiai Szolgálat (OMSZ) [National Metrological Service] 

· Hegyközségek Nemzeti Tanácsa [National Council of Wine Producers] 

· Collection of links to regional environmental inspectorates 

· Állami Számvevőszék [State Audit Office] 

· Gazdasági Versenyhivatal [Hungarian Competition Authority] 

· Központi Statisztikai Hivatal [Hungarian Central Statistical Office]

· Case Law: National court cases. We have introduced a link to our database, providing all ECJ and CFI cases that involve your country.
Example:

Please follow this link to access our database of cases before European courts where either the Hungarian government or its nationals are involved.

If you find that an important case is missing from the database, please send us an e-mail with the case number and a short summary. In order to avoid double work, please always check first whether the ECJ/CFI case you would like to send is not already in the database. You can check it by accessing the EEL Case Law database and typing in the case number or the country name.
As for national cases, we rely on you. If there is an important ruling of a national court in a case related to the environment, please introduce a small summary on the national page. If available, please send us the full text of the national decisions so that we can upload them in the case law database. Please let me remind you that it would be of great value for the website to upload national case law in the field of environment. At the moment the website is rather weak on this point.
· Courts: this newly created subheading consists of information on analysis of national court proceedings on the environmental field and links to national courts. You are kindly requested to provide additional court links to the already submitted ones. 
· Education: Links to universities and other education institutions in your country. Please, mention in particular if you can participate at programmes on environmental law. 
· Journals & Literature: Please, indicate here links to main online environmental journals and mention the journals and handbooks on national environmental policy. For some national pages, this subheading was changed for Papers, Journals and Literature or to Reports and Comments. If you prefer these latter titles and you find it easier to fill with content, please signal us that you would like to modify the title. 
· Government: links to ministries and other government institutions.
· Law firms: Law firms that specialise in national/European environmental law.
· Legislation: 
Please, use the following subdivisions:
· General 

· Air 

· Climate Change 

· Dangerous substances 

· Energy 

· Nature and Agriculture 

· Noise 

· Waste 

· Water 

Please try to submit at least one main act to each subdivision. Acts in English are preferred, but in case there is no translation available, please submit the original text of the law with the indication that it is in the original language, (eg. the title in original language, in brackets the English translation).

Examples:

2005. évi XV. törvény az üvegházhatású gázok kibocsátási egységeinek kereskedelméről [Act XV of 2005 on the trade of emission units of greenhouse gases, in Hungarian] The Act establishes the conditions enabling Hungary to participate in the EU emission trading scheme and any other related international projects. 

2000. évi XXV. törvény a kémiai biztonságról [Chemical Safety Act]
The Act deals, among others, with the classification, notification of hazardous substances, registration of new substances, packaging, labelling, storage, transport and advertisement of hazardous substances, assesment and reduction of risks, risk management, information about risks, exchange of information.
· NGOs & Societies: links to national environmental law societies and NGOs. 
· Policies: In this subheading, please submit any news item related to the environmental policy of the country or any long-term political programme designed for the field of environment. 

Please apply the same division as for the Legislation subheading, as far as the content allows for it:

· General 

· Air 

· Climate Change 

· Dangerous substances 

· Energy 

· Nature and Agriculture 

· Noise 

· Waste 

· Water 
Examples: 
Operational programme 2007-13: Environment and Energy Operational Programme
The Operational Programme falls within the Convergence Objective framework; it is co-funded by the European Regional Development Fund (ERDF) and has a total budget of around €4.9 billion. The aims of the Environment and Energy Operational Programme include enhancing the quality of life by reducing dangerous pollutants, the protection and preservation of natural assets, the prevention of pollution and waste creation and the strengthening of environmental awareness. The investment provided through the Programme is hoped to increase flood protection, the share of renewable energy sources, bio-fuels production as well as to influence a change in consumer habits. 

· Other: interesting links related to national/European environmental law you could not include under the other headings. For example:

· Nature protection areas

· Environmental projects 
Please, make sure that all your links/information relate as far as possible to (European) environmental legislation/policy. 

1.2. Other content related issues

1.2.1. Date of last modification on the introductory page

In order to keep track of the changes made on the national page, we kindly request you to add the date when you last updated the page to the introductory page. In the future, there will be a technical feature introduced that will automatically show the date of the last update; until then, it has to be done manually.

1.2.2. Curriculum Vitae

It is time to refresh the profiles of national editors: please send us an updated CV with a more recent picture if available.

B) Technical issues

Linking on the website:

· To retrieve links:

The browser window on the top only shows http://www.eel.nl/
If you want to retrieve the link showing the specific page, please use the Search button at the bottom and type in the name of the page you want the link of.

For instance, in order to have the link of main page leading to national pages (the page showing the Europe map) please do the following:

Click on the search function on the bottom of the page, type in the title of the page (National pages) to the second box of the search engine (title) and push enter. Click on the results, and now the browser window will show the link leading to the page:

· To link text:

Please, hyperlink the relevant text, instead of showing the link itself. For example, write like this: EEL website and not like this: www.eel.nl [EEL website]. 
· To check for broken links:
